Malcolm Phillips Memorial Race, 5 km

He's often spotted flying around Mt Cameron dressed as a Christmas
present or in some other impressive form of fancy dress outfit but
Philip Booth actually dressed as a runner to win the 5km Malcolm
Phillips Memorial Race at Bowen Road in late May.

The former friend and running rival of Malcolm Phillips clocked
19:25, but accomplished his victorious feat because the event adopts
an age-graded system where age and race time are factored into the
overall results. Roberto Veneziani (16:59) actually crossed the line in
first place overall, much to his own amazement, as he has been
sidelined for most of the past year with a bothersome Achilles injury.
Keith Chan clocked 18:12 but placed second overall with a time-ad-
justed 15:47.

Sally Brown claimed the women's title in actual race time (21:27)
and also age adjusted time ahead of Cindy Tsui, whose 24:19 was
adjusted down to 19:44 to give her second place ahead of Maggie
Ma in third. Sheila Purves, former top track runner and organiser of
the Cyber Run, made an appearance on Bowen Road and finished
fourth in the women'’s race ahead of China Coast Marathon organ-
iser Catherine Leonard.

Despite a blistering hot day elsewhere in Hong Kong, the 10km
route of the TWAC Chairman’s Memorial Cup enjoyed a layer of
cloud cover that made the course seem somewhat cool, even
though the temperature remained above 30 degrees C with an
equally high relative humidity.

Thomas Kiprotich was among the capacity field of 700 starters
but even he succumbed to the oppressive conditions on the day by
going out too hard over the first two kilometres.

The Kenyan's win was never in doubt, but a thrilling race for
second place was playing out behind him between Wun Yiu-cheong
and Matthew Jones, who left Hong Kong for good just six days
later having completed his three-year (plus a few extra weeks)
posting for the British Consulate.

Wun dug deep over the final kilometre to hold off Jones and
to take second in 35:06, a full two minutes behind Kiprotich. Jones
settled for third in 35:13.

Chan Kit-yee placed 44th overall and won the women’s race in
41:40. Chan Chun-hing ran 44:02 to place second overall and first
in the women's senior category, while Chan Wing-sze made it a
Chan 1-2-3 in the women's race by placing third overall in 46:03.

Ha Ming-yin ran a very good race to win the men’s junior title
in 38:16 and to place 15th overall in the popular summer race.
